Three separate times he
was awarded for personal valor over heavily defended Kuwait, and also re-
ceived the Meritorious Service Medal, the Air Medal with “V” and gold star in
lieu of 2nd award, the Air Medal w/ strike numeral “6,” and the Commenda-
tion Medal with “V.”
His final tour of duty was at MCAS Miramar as the Program Director of a classi-
fied Advanced Tactics Training Program for five F/A-18 squadrons. Mike flew a
total of over 3,000 accident-free flight hours throughout his 20-year career
and retired as a Major in 1999.
Upon retirement from the Marines, Mike moved his family to Cape Coral where
he was Pharmaceutical Sales Rep and District Manager, first with Warner Chil-
cott, then with Pfizer.
Mike has always tried to give back to his community first as a volunteer youth
boxing coach for the Cape Coral Police Dept from 2000 to 2003 and since
then as the assistant wrestling coach at Mariner High where he just completed
his 22nd season in that role.
Mike Pedersen is a current U. S. Congressional Republican candidate for Flori-
da's District 19, the seat currently held by Congressman Byron Donalds. The
race currently has 10 candidates and the Primary election is August 18th.
Mike is the only military veteran in this race.
